COMMUNITY CORRECTIONS COUNCIL PLANNING SUB-COMMITTEE UPDATE

Jeff Beaty, Policy Analyst, Council, gave an ugda the short term priorities outlined
by the Planning sub-committee. The Reporting G4RRE) Expansion Plan for Legislature
(Item ID) and Identifying Service Gaps and Needsefach judicial district (Item IC) are
currently in progress and are estimated to be ceteplin November 2010. Developing
standardized definitions of outcome measures fani@onity Corrections Programs (Item I1IB)
is also in progress with an estimated completioretof November 2010 through January 2011.
Expanding community corrections services for méypilloffenders (Item IB) will be an agenda
item at the September 8, 2010 Justice Behavioraltl€ommittee (JBHC) meeting.

Beaty then provided a list of potential “Next Stéfor the Council to focus on once the
current priorities are completed. These includ@aading the target population and the scope of
treatment services provided at existing commurotyections programs; evaluate existing
community corrections programs and make improveseased upon the findings; and
developing incentives to complete programming fabgtioners and parole eligible offenders.

Beaty discussed the RC expansion plan timeline.ugdate will be provided to the
Sentencing and Recidivism Task Force on Octob2010; a rough draft will be presented to the
Council at the November 5, 2010 meeting; and thal fieport will be submitted to the
Legislature by December 1, 2010.



EVALUATION & RESEARCH STEERING COMMITTEE

Mike Dunkle, Systems Analyst, Nebraska Commissiohaw Enforcement and
Criminal Justice (NCC), gave an update on the Etadn and Research Steering Committee. A
request was made for the Council to adopt the progevaluation standards of the American
Evaluation Association as guiding principles arahdards by which the Steering Committee
will conduct appraisals of member evaluations asgarch.

Dunkle then presented five additional standargs¢eide further guidance and
clarification for Council evaluators. These inatud

1) Where possible, data should be retained by thecggemder evaluation for 10 years to

provide information for longerm follow-up evaluation, and a basis for the next program
evaluation.

2) Where possible, an evaluation should provide aabtmitems for the program
administrators to address. Progress on these gbmdd be reported to the Council after
an appropriate interval.

3) Where possible, standardized outcomes to allowsassnt of outcomes across programs
and across time should be included in the evalnatio

4) Results should be reported in a manner that wilpsat metaevaluation by another
researcher. The me&valuation addressed here is a statistical andadetbgical tool.

5) The evaluator should address any issues of thi@#te validity of the outcomes of their
research.

A motion was made by Bob Lindemeiad seconded by Pete Pirdchadopt the
Program Evaluation Standards of the American EvatueAssociation and the additional five
standards proposed. Roll call was conducted aedtibtion passed unanimously.

Beaty discussed the Fiscal Year (FY) 2009-10 caey funds which include:

Eric Asboe, Nebraska Supreme Court Budget anc&iF3fficer, requested the RC and
Specialized Courts carryover funds be held in kesahile the Probation — Drug Technician and
Specialized Court Training be re-awarded.

Scot Carlson, Statewide Coordinator for ProblerviBg Courts, said the Midwest
Nebraska Drug Court hosted a nationally recognizgding on sentencing and sanctions in July
2010. The carryover funds would be used for expenscurred for the training.

A motion was made by Bob Houstomd seconded by Dallas Masgeyapprove the
Reporting Center carryover fund of $192,951.53 #vedSpecialized Court carryover fund of
$231,765.95 to be placed in reserve. The Probati@rug Technician carryover fund of
$52,092.82 and the Specialized Court Training caver fund of $70,000 to be re-awarded.
Roll call was conducted and the motion passed unansly.

PROPOSED LEGISLATION

Beaty discussed proposed legislative ideas fol 20Earned compliance credits (good
time for probation)” would provide a mechanism blyieh individuals on probation who have
successfully completed their court ordered oblayaiand not committed any violations can
have their probation term reduced. Council membagrsed the concept would be better utilized
as an internal policy change rather than as |d@sla

A motion was made by Mike Belamd seconded by Cathy Gibson-B&tendorse the
concept of “earned compliance credit”, request jhdicial branch review and create a plan to
implement the concept, and report back to the Cibbgdhe November 5, 2010 meeting for
consideration but not recommendation to the exeeuiranch for the 2011 legislative session.
Roll call was conducted and the motion passed unansly.

Beaty then discussed a proposal of “credit foetsarved in treatment while awaiting
sentencing” as suggested by Bob Lindemeier, Crinidedense Attorney, that would allow
inmates to receive credit towards their sentencenftatient substance abuse treatment received
prior to sentencing. The proposal is in respoaseriecent Nebraska Court of Appeals decision
disallowing such credits under existing statutes.

A motion was made by Thomas Dorweantl seconded by Joe Keltytable the
discussion of “credit for time served in treatmeurttile awaiting sentencing” until the November
5, 2010 meeting. Roll call was conducted and tbgan passed unanimously.

Beaty also discussed the concept of “joint supemisf probationers and parolees”. The
concept originated in 2006 when the public adoptednstitutional amendment that authorized
joint supervision but the underlying statutes doinolude enabling language to implement the
amendment. Parole and Probation Administratiorcareently pursuing an inter-local
agreement and agreed legislation is not necesgarypdate on the concept will be presented at
the November 5, 2010 meeting.

Howevebafion admissions are down by seven
percent.

Substance Abuse Supervision (SSAS) has continudcbfoin population since January 2010



and is operating at 108 percent capacity. Distoiat (Douglas County) had a temporary
reduction in staff and is operating at 173 percapiacity.

Dunkle then discussed ti@®mmunity Corrections Council Problem-Solving Ceurt
Report, June 2010Adult Problem-Solving Courts were operating apércent of capacity.
Lancaster County Adult Drug Count and Douglas Cypéuult Drug Court were operating at
about 100 percent capacity while Scotts Bluff Cguldult Drug Court was operating at 20
percent capacity. Adult courts had 19 new admissio June 2010 and 14 departures. Of the
departures, 57 percent were graduations and 48mterere terminated.
